The aromas are exquisitely subtle—violet, raspberry, 

strawberry, even blackcurrant—lending the 

bouquet ref inement and delicacy. On the palate, it 

offers charm, freshness, and poise. Its great subtlety 

comes from low acidity and beautifully f ine, 

balanced tannins.

Terroir, origin, and identity
The vineyards of Chambolle-Musigny rest on varied 

scree of red silt and brown limestone soils. The 

volume and distribution of these stones play a key 

role in wine quality. Beneath lies fractured rock, full 

of vertical fissures through which roots can penetrate 

remarkably deep into the subsoil. Clay and limestone 

are especially present here—clay providing structure 

and limestone imparting finesse.
